TABLE 

UNVEILED 
A grand unveiling of the Bulge 
oval conference table made in 
Stavelot from the native wood 
was done on 21 Jul 1994 at the 
Fort Meade MD Officers 
Club.  This beautiful sixteen 
foot table has inlaid under 
glass, the patches of the major 
units that fought in the Bulge 
and which the 2000+ various 
units came under.  There are 
21 high back chairs with green 
leather backing and seats to 
accommodate meetings.  The 
21st chair was donated by the 
Town of Stavelot to remain 
always at the head of the table 
unoccupied by the living in 
memory of those who gave 
their lives and join in the 
spirit.  This chair carries the 
official emblem and plaque of 
the Town of Stavelot. The 
remaining chairs carry 
n a m e p l a t e s  o f  t h o s e 
organizations or individuals 
who sponsored them.  The 
table was unveiled by the 
g r a n d c h i l d r e n  o f  t h e 
Historical Foundation leaders 
Bill Greenville and Dorothy 
Davis.  The table and chairs 
will be located in the Post 
Library Conference Room as 
soon as the room is completed

2  S e p t e m b e r  1 9 9 5 -  V - J  D a y 
Commemoration, Washington DC 
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This prayer was published in Le Drapeau in the original text of the tasty prayer of General George 
Patton, Jr. which was published about the time of the German Winter Offensive.  This prayer has been 

written in the manner of speech by the great general in the Chapel of the “Foundation Pescatore” at 
Luxembourg a few days before Christmas 1944 

 Sir, this is Patton talking.  The 
last fourteen days have been straight 
hell.  Rain, snow, more rain, more snow 
- and I’m beginning to wonder what’s 
going on Your headquarters. Whose side 
are You on, anyway? 
 For three years my chaplains 
have been explaining this as a religious 
war.  This, they tell me is the Crusades 
all over again, except that we’re riding 
tanks instead of chargers.  They insist we 
are here to annihilate the German Army 
and the Godless Hitler so that religious 
freedom may return to Europe. 
 Up until now I have gone along 
with them, for You have given us Your 
unreserved cooperation.  Clear skies and 
a calm sea in Africa made the landings 
highly successful and helped us to 
eliminate Rommel.  Sicily was 
comparatively easy, and You supplied 
excellent weather for our armored dash 
across France, the greatest military 
victory that You have thus far allowed 
me.  You have often given me excellent 
guidance in difficult command decisions 
and You have led German units into 
traps that made their elimination fairly 
simple. 
 But now, You’ve made changed 
horses midstream.  You seem to have 
given Von Runstedt every break in the 
book and, frankly, he’s been beating hell 
out of us.  My army is neither trained nor 
equipped for winter warfare.  And, as 
You know, this weather is more suitable 
for Eskimos than for Southern 
cavalrymen. 
 But now, Sir, I can’t help  but 

feel that I have offended You in some 
way.  That suddenly You have lost all 
sympathy with our cause.  That You are 
throwing in with von Runstedt and his 
paper hanging god.  You know without 
me telling You that our situation is 
desparate.  Sure, I can tell my staff that 
everything is going according to plan, 
but there’s no use telling You that my 
101st Airborne is holding out against 
tremendous odds in Bastogne, and that 
this continual storm is making it 
impossible to supply them even from the 
air.  I’ve sent Hugh Gaffey, one of my 
ablest generals, with his 4th Armored 
Division, north toward that all important 
road center to relieve the encircled 
garrison, and he’s finding Your weather 
much more difficult than he is the 
Krauts. 
 I don’t like to complain 
unreasonably, but my soldiers from the 
Meuse to Echternach are suffering the 
tortures of the damned .  Today I visited 
several hospitals, all full of frostbite 
cases, and the wounded are dying in the 
fields because they cannot be brought 
back for medical care. 
 But this isn’t the worst of the 
situation.  Lack of visibility, continued 
rains, have completely grounded my air 
force.  My technique of battle calls for 
close-in fighter-bomber support, and if 
my places can’t fly, how can I use them 
as aerial artillery?  Not only is this a 
deplorable situation, but, worse yet, my 
reconnaissance planes haven’t been in 
the air for fourteen days, and I haven’t 
the faintest idea of what’s going on 

behind the German lines. 
 Dammit, Sir, I can’t fight a 
shadow.  Without Your cooperation 
from a weather standpoint, I am deprived 
of an accurate disposition of the German 
armies, and how in hell can I be 
intelligent in my attack?  All this 
probably sounds unreasonable to You, 
but I have lost all patience with Your 
chaplains who insist that this is a typical 
Ardennes winter, and that I must have 
faith. 
 Faith and patience be damned!  
You have just got to make up Your mind 
whose side You’re on.  You must come 
to my assistance, so that I may dispatch 
the entire German Army as a birthday 
present to Your Prince of Peace. 
 Sir, I have never been an 
unreasonable man.  I am not going to ask 
You for the impossible.  I do not even 
insist upon a miracle, for all I request is 
four days of clear weather. 
 Give me four clear days so that 
my planes can fly; so that my fighter-
bombers can bomb and strafe, so that my 
reconnaissance may pick out targets for 
my magnificent artillery.  Give me four 
days of sunshine to dry this blasted mud, 
so that my tanks may roll, so that 
ammunition and rations may be taken to 
my hungry, ill-equipped infantry.  I need 
these four days to send von Runstedt and 
his godless army to their Valhalla.  I am 
sick of this unnecessary butchery of 
American youth, and in exchange for 
four days of fighting weather, I will 
deliver You enough Krauts to keep Your 
bookkeepers months behind in their 



Henri Lejoly?

The National Archives opened an exhibit in the Rotunda,, 
where the Charters of Freedom are displayed, called the 
Faces of War.  This exhibit combines pictures and 
documents to discuss various aspects of war such as Unity, 
Endurance, Fear and Change.   
 Under the Change category there was a picture 
used of a Belgian Henri le Joly (Lejoly) taken 16 Jan 1945 
in Belgium.  I thought it would be interesting if I could 
locate this individual, not only to let him know that his 
picture was on display in the Archives Rotunda, but to get 
a human interest story, 50 years later of one of the faces 
on display.  Because of my interest in the Bulge, I thought 
it most appropriate for this years commemoration. 
 I had contacted a member of CRIBA, the Belgian 
equivalent of the Veterans of the Battle of the Bulge back 
in March but did not hear from that letter.  I had written 
to a couple of Belgian researchers but still no response.  
After the D-Day ceremonies, Daniel Funk, a member of 
the MD/DC Chapter of VBOB returned from the 
Normandy Beaches, where he had met the President of the 
CEBA organization, from Luxembourg  and asked to 
enroll him in the Chapter, so that he could receive the 
WWII Musings.  As membership chairman of the Chapter 
I prepared a packet of materials to send over and decided 
on a gamble to include a brochure on The Faces of War 
exhibit to see if Camille knew Henri Lejoly.  To my 
surprise I received a prompt response on 25 Jul 1994 
which stated “Yes, I knew Mr Lejoly, he died a few years 
ago.”  Camille then proceeded to quote from Toland’s 
book of the Battle of the Bulge entitled Battle.  I was not 
sure exactly what he was telling me as some of the key 
words in English were not precise.  However the gist of the 
quotes rather than being jubilant seemed to carry an 
ominous message.  I searched for my copy of Toland’s 
book Battle but could not find it but I did find a copy of 
Charles Mac Donald’s “Time for Trumpets” on the Bulge 
and checked the index for Henri Lejoly.  Lo and behold 
there were three references for him.  As I turned to the 
pages I was disappointed with myself that I had never 
given any thought earlier to check my many books on the 
Bulge.  There on page 217 was the first mention of Henri 
Lejoly, a farmer who lived across from the Cafe in 
Baugnez, where the Malmedy massacre occurred.  
Charles Mac Donald states “At the road junction, as the 
Germans struck, Private Ford was still directing vehicles 
past.  When three or four men from one of the trucks ran 
in Ford’s direction, he motioned them to come with him 
and dashed behind one of the few buildings  close by, a 
cafe run by Mme. Adele Bodarwe.  From there, Ford 
spotted a small shed and swiftly hid in it with the other 
men. 
 Inside the cafe, Madame Bodarwe watched the 
carnage in horror.  Even though her son had been forced 
to serve in the German Army, she was loyal Belgian.   
With her that morning was a farmer neighbor, Henri 
Lejoly, who was not necessarily pro-German but thought 
it well to side with whoever appeared to be in charge.  He 
went to the door of the cafe and waved warmly to the 
Germans.” 
 Peiper arrived in short order and was annoyed 

that his men were needlessly expending ammunition 
against “those beautiful trucks, which we needed so badly, 
all shot up.”  These trucks were those of the 285th Field 
Artillery Observation Battalion which unfortunately had 
arrived at this junction at the same time as Peiper and his 
Panzer unit had.  The men of B Battery, 285th FAOB had 
been captured.  Henri Lejoly was to be one of the civilian 
eye witnesses to the massacre that was to follow.  
 This in itself is not incriminating, for my research 
into Charles Mac Donald’s papers at the US Army 
Military History  Institute at Carlisle Barracks shows that 
there was another civilian eye witness, a 15 yr old boy by 
the name of Pffeifer, to this carnage.  However on Page 
218, of his book, Charles Mac Donald goes on to say that 
“Homer Ford, the military policeman, and the men who 
had hidden with him in the shed, soon joined the ranks of 
prisoners.  Henri Lejoly pointed out their hiding place to 
the Germans.”  What turned out to be an inquiry to 
possibly bring joy has turned out to bring sadness.  It is 
ironic that this picture picked from millions that were 
taken during WWII by the Signal Corp should turn out to 
be of one, not worthy of honors, but a betrayer, an 
embarrassment.   
 Ted Paluch, a survivor of the Massacre, and a 
member of the Delaware Chapter of VBOB, said the other 
week,  that he did not recall Lejoly as he only remembers 
Germans in uniform.  Ted was trying to escape and 
survive and had to play dead after he had made a run for 
it once and the Germans had fired after them and believed 
that they had killed Ted.  How wrong they were.  
 My continuing research into Henri Lejoly has 
uncovered some yet unresolved twists and questions.  In 
the Mac Donald papers there is a typewritten sheet that 
states that Lejoly was tried as a spy by the Belgian’s 
which I am trying to verify.  There is also a statement in 
Mac Donald’s papers alluded to be a later interview and a 
picture of Lejoly as an old man.   
 What is interesting is that Lejoly did not testify, 
nor did the 15 year old Pffeifer boy, in the trial, at 
Dachau, of the Germans for this Massacre.  Had Lejoly 
disappeared?  Was he not a trusted witness?  He surely 
was there on the 16th of Jan 45 when his picture was 
taken.  There are also pictures in  the Signal Corp 
Collection of his home and pictures taken from the inside 
of his house towards the ‘killing field.’ 
 My research into the records at the Suitland 
Archives Branch, which is still ongoing, shows that 
Lejoly’s wife was interviewed in 1945 but the index card 
for Henri Lejoly says that he wasn’t interviewed until 
1947.  This is strange!  It is obvious from the various 
photos of his property and the photo of him, used in the 
current exhibit, that he was talked to and photographed 
that 16 Jan 45, but where is the record?  There are no 
other civilians photographed in the near 60 to 70 
photographs of the Massacre scene and surrounding 
dwellings immediately after we retook that area, on 14 
Jan 45.  And where was Lejoly from 17 Dec 44 to 14 Jan 
45 when the Germans controlled the area?  Why would 
the Germans let an eye witness survive since they had 
burned down the cafe?  Maybe the Belgian’s had confined 
him. My research continues and will be shared in the next 
WWII Musings.  
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“Take this 5-gallon gasoline can to Montgomery with this 
message: “Although I am sadly short of gasoline myself, I 
know your admiration for our equipment and supplies and 
I can spare you this 5 gallons.  It will be more than enough 
to take you as far as you probably will advance in the next 
two days.” 

“Courtney Hodges and Omar Bradley both received 
Distinguihed Service Medals for their unsuccessfull defense 
of the ‘Bulge.’ I did not receive one for successfully

Upon meeting General George Patton during the Second 
World War (John) McCloy had asked the celebrated 
military hero if he had ever read the leather-bound 
volumes of Clausewitz and Jomini that were conspicuously 
displayed in his command tent.  "Hell, no," Patton had 
answered.  "But it impresses the hell out of the war 
correspondents." 

“It is noticeable that most of the American officers here are 
pro-British, even Ike.  I am not, repeat not, pro-

“Bradley wanted to get Lt Col Darby to command the 180th 
Regt Combat Team of the 45th Div with the rank of Colonel.

“In my opinion, we will only win this war through blood, sacrifice and 
courage.  In order to get willing fighters, we must develop the highest 
possible “Esprit de Corps.” Therefore, the removal of distinctive 
badges and insignia from uniforms is highly detrimental.  To die 
willingly, as many of us must, we must have tremendous pride not only 
in our nation and in ourselves, but also in the unit to which we belong.” 

USE OF THE BAZOOKA 
The purpose of the Bazooka is not to hunt tanks 
offensively, but to be used as the last resort in keeping 
tanks from over running infantry.  SInce the Bazooka is 
unarmored, and always discloses its position when fired, 
it must get a hit on the first shot.  To insure this, the 
range should be held to around thirty yards.  When thus 
used, the Bazooka will hit and penetrate any tank that I 
have yet seen and will probably stop it.  If used at longer 
ranges, it will probably miss and its operators will then 
become targets for the tank’s machine guns.
